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          MFL & Your Career
Overview 
You will develop your knowledge and understanding of the language and countries where that language is spoken. Through listening, speaking, reading and writing, you will be encouraged to apply your knowledge in a variety of relevant and contemporary contexts. 
Courses will enable you to understand and appreciate different countries, cultures, people and communities. Employers will certainly value language competence as an indicator of wider communication skills. Learning language promotes understanding of the need to listen carefully, to engage with others and to empathise with people in a range of working and social contexts. 
All employers will recognise the value of speaking another language in our multicultural and dynamic society; it is likely to give you the edge in industry. Currently, language skills are in high demand so you will be well equipped in any job sector to not only find a job role but promote yourself once in it. 
Skills 
You will develop a range of transferrable skills such as;
· Communication skills 
· the ability to gather and interpret information 
· the ability to lead and participate in group discussions
· the ability to meet deadlines and demonstrate excellent time management skills
· the ability to promote your own ideas
· the ability to read text and summarise/highlight key points
· listening skills 
· literacy skills. 
 Courses 
There are a wide range of courses available to you in school, college/sixth form or at the 130 universities around the UK. You can also choose to apply for an apprenticeship after school or college/sixth form which will combine the theory of MFL with the practical elements of the work place.  Information on course options and apprenticeships in your local area can be found on the log on move on site.
Employment options 
The course that you take will allow you to consider a wide range of job roles.  Popular areas for employment for MFL students will include; Agent, Air Cabin Crew, Airport Information Assistant,  Interpreter, Broadcast Journalist, Customs Officer, Detective, EFL Teacher, Events Manager,  Immigration Officer, International Aid Worker, Literary Agent, Logistics and Distribution Manager, Marketing Manager, PR Officer, Resort Representative, Retail Buyer, Sales Executive,  School Teacher, Translator,  Travel Agent,  Tour Guide, Web Content Editor, Writer. 

Interpreter- You will be responsible for converting spoken or sign language from one language to another. You will listen to and memorise this information before reproducing it to the intended audience.  You may be employed by a business and travel to conferences, meetings and exhibitions or y may work within the legal sector helping police, courts and probation services to conduct interviews. You may also work within communities to run projects.  Employers in the area include; AA Global Language Service Ltd, Hull City Council, Language is Everything Ltd, Humberside Police, the NHS etc. 
Translator- You will be responsible for converting written material into the target language. You will need to make sure that the new version is clear and that the intended meaning remains the same. You will need to be confident with at least two languages and the most in demand are the official languages of the EU and UN. You could end up translating commercial, educational, legal, scientific or technical documents.  Employers would include; Hull City Council, the NHS, Hull Translators, Hull Translation Services and Humberside Police. 
EFL Teacher- You will be teaching English to adults and children whose first language is not English. You will use a variety of teaching and learning resources and strategies to communicate with your students and will focus on reading, writing, listening and speaking. You may be able to work in schools or higher education settings across the UK. You are also able to travel to various countries to teach EFL there. Students often teach this during a gap year or seek full time employment once qualified. Employers include local schools, colleges and universities. Companies that are linked to overseas roles include; British Council, Commercial Language Schools, Government Departments and Volunteer Organisations. 
Logistics and Distribution Manager- Your key task will be to organise the safe and efficient storage and distribution of goods. You could be responsible for organising shipments, coordinating vehicles and drivers, monitoring stock and waste management or operating IT systems.  This work could involve overseas shipments and transactions with overseas businesses so language skills will be important. Some employers could include ABP, P&0, RIX, Hull Trains, Royal Mail, Amazon etc. 
Tour Manager- You will organise groups of holidaymakers on tours. You will make sure that visits run well and to time and will offer support to customers throughout their journeys.  You will need to have a strong understanding of the locations that you visit in order to provide clients with this support. You will also need to have good language skills and a good understanding of local culture to carry out this role successfully. Local employers include; National Holiday’s, Hessle Travel, Wold Travel etc. 
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
